In view of recent events in the News and on Television we believe that it is our’ Duty of Care’ to ensure that we have done everything possible to be sure that our young people have information to help them stay safe when they are on-line.

The Child Exploitation and Online Protection (CEOP) Centre delivers a multi-agency service dedicated to tackling the exploitation of children. 

Last year both Clive and I received training from CEOP’s and are now qualified to deliver ‘Think U Know’ training to our members of  Scout and Explorer Scout age. ‘Think U Know’ is a government initiative aimed at keeping young people safe on line. We can also advise on ‘Think U Know‘ resources for Cub and Beaver sections.
‘Think U Know’ is the name given to CEOP’s education resources aimed at children and young people to help them learn about the risks they may encounter whilst using the internet and other interactive technology. The programme uses three key themes to focus on key messages:

· How to have fun online.

· How to stay in control online.

· How to report a problem.

Think U know has been designed to be emotionally engaging and impactful. It is very interactive and uses a number of powerful short films to educate and inform young people about the risks they may encounter whilst using the internet, and importantly seeks to empower young people to know how to problem should it arise. 

We now wish to deliver this training to all of these members so need your assistance in arranging  a time with us when we can come along . All you need to do is include us in your next programme planning. We require about 45 minutes to give our presentation and just a leader around to help if anything unforseen should arise.
